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As the world approaches 2026, the geopolitical
landscape is marked by accelerating transitions,
strategic realighments among major powers, growing
economic polarisation, technological rivalries, and the
resurgence of hard security anxieties. Russia comes
out of negotiating the consequences of prolonged
military engagement and economic sanctions,
attempting to reassert influence across Eurasia.

China advances its ambition to redefine international
governance frameworks while coping with economic
slowdown and rising geopolitical scrutiny. Nations
such as Pakistan grapple with internal fragility and
external dependencies, while Israel remains entangled
in the complex dynamics of regional security.
Meanwhile, the United Kingdom navigates a post-
Brexit identity crisis, seeking new relevance within a
shifting global marketplace.

Each passing year, the world appears to be sinking
deeper into economic uncertainty, geopolitical
conflict, and social unrest. The escalating turbulence
is not merely circumstantial; it reflects a profound
cosmic rhythm. In classical astrology, such periods of
heightened global disruption are associated with
Jupiter’'s Atichari motion—a phase when the planet
accelerates far beyond its normal pace.

Ordinarily, Jupiter advances at a measured speed of
approximately 4 minutes of arc per day, but in 2026 it
is expected to move at more than twice its usual

velocity, propelling a dramatic energetic shift across
the globe. When the most benevolent and expansive
of planets rushes unnaturally fast, its stabilizing
influence diminishes, and the qualities it governs like
wisdom, prosperity, balance, and human optimism,
begin to fade from collective consciousness.

Astrologically, Jupiter symbolizes harmony, growth,
and universal well-being; when its motion becomes
erratic, the world tends to mirror that imbalance. The
period from now until 2032 has been identified as
one of prolonged Atichari influence, suggesting that
the intensification of global disorder may continue in
progressive waves, each year heavier than the last.
Historical cycles reinforce this interpretation: during
the era of the Mahabharata, Jupiter was similarly
atichari, and the world witnessed one of the most
cataclysmic wars recorded in ancient tradition. In
more recent history, during the COVID-19 pandemic
years(2019-2021), Jupiter
again experienced phases
of abnormal acceleration,
and humanity endured
unprecedented

loss, suffering, and
socio-economic
collapse.
